Replacement Handle Adjusters.

Note the position of the ergonomic handle as it will need to point the same way when re-installed. 
Step 1:   Place buggy on its side. 

Step 2:
Using a Dia 3/16” or (5.0mm) drill bit, drill into the core of the 4 rivets retaining the adjuster.


The visible “head” of the rivet will pop off the rivet stem.

Step 3:
Use a Dia  5/32” or (4.0mm) punch and remove the remainder of the rivet body from the plastic and the aluminium handle tubes.

Step 4:  Flip the buggy over. Repeat steps 2 and 3. 
Step 5:
Remove upper handle, remove adjusters, invert buggy to shake out the remaining rivet stubs.


Also make sure that the rivet stubs are removed from the upper handle.

Step 6:
Refit “new” handle adjusters and existing upper handle as per diagram below. Ensure that the adjuster buttons are inward facing and secure with the eight new rivets provided, the round end of the ratchet is facing down, and the handle is curving upwards.
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
